
MINISTRY SCHEDULE 
 
 

Eucharistic Minister Stations and Responsibilities 
• Please make a profound bow when approaching the tabernacle 
• When someone comes to you and wants a blessing rather than receiving communion, please take the time to give a 

thoughtful and sincere blessing.  It is very important to the children and adults receiving the blessing. 
• When you are on the altar as a Minister, please be careful not to stand directly behind the presider as it is hard for him 

when he kneels.   
1 - This Bread Minister serves the bread next to the presider during Mass.  
2 – This Bread Minister serves on the choir side and also at the rear of the church.   
3 - This Bread Minister serves on the tabernacle side and is also responsible for making sure the key is on the Altar 
before Mass and returns it to the Sacristy after the 5:00 p.m. and 10:30 a.m. Masses. 
4 - This Wine Minister purifies after Mass and then resets the Credence table (8 a.m. and 10:30 a.m. mass only).  This 
minister serves on the choir side. 
5 - This Wine Minister purifies after Mass and the resets the Credence table (8 a.m. and 10:30 a.m. mass only).  This 
minister serves on tabernacle side.  
6 - This Wine Minister serves next to the presider.  This minister is responsible for checking attendance of other 
ministers prior to Mass and finding replacements if necessary. 
7 - This Wine Minister stands near the ambo. 
 
 
Lector Responsibilities 
1 - Carries the Lectionary 
2 - Calls for quiet five minutes before Mass 
Both Lectors share the “Prayers of the Faithful,” except when the Deacon is present, then he will do these prayers.
